The picnic area has six picnic tables, a drinfoenntain two barbeque grilloge
extended grill and one standardh fair to poor condition. The picnic area
shaded by a tall grove of Ponderosa pines. Adjacent to the picnic area is a
playground with two structuresicluding multiple slidea swing set with two
regular andtwo baby swings situated among a woaetiber area. This play area is
also fenced off from the road, museum parking lot, and turf anga splitrail
fence.
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There is also a mufiurpose turf area, located adjacent to the picnic area,
seeded with soft grasses anddarenough fosmallfield sports. In the middle of

the turf area is a large log that is used during Forbestown Daze for the annual
SawcuContest.

Between the park area and Charles Lynnds Hall is a
multipurpose slab with two half courts for basketball.
The concrete is smooth with one permanent and one
movable basketball hoop. Youth also use this area for
bicycling, skateboarding, and skating. This slab
connects to a brandchew restroom facility built in
partnership between the District and the Forbestown
communi ty. Thi s i -sompliaht e par
restroom, serving both the park and community center
users. The back of the restroom building is a storage
closet for park maintenance equipment.

Further down the hill there is a mixed conifer stand that is
currently being thinned for a future amphitheater area. The amphitheater is the
final component of the Forbestown Park Master Plan. The residents intend to create

a grassy, stepped area for people to bring chairs and blanketsttapon and

watch entertmmentb e it chil drends pl ays, musi c,
intend to have a stage area with electrical hookups that can be connected to
Charles Lynnds Hall.

Forbestown Community Center, al
known as Charles Lynnds Hall, serves
residents of Forbestown with a kitche
multipurpose room, library, and four
computer stations.

The parking for the Hall and Park (3D spaces) is adequate for normal park
usage. Special events have resulted in the Park sacrificing part of its turf space for
parking. There is a historical museunacati)t to the property supported by the
local YubaFeather Historical Association. The building and grounds are owned by
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FRRPD and leased to Yuba Feather Historical Association at no AHarge.the
